Elise Henrichs, who joined the West Newbury Garden Club in 1999,
was born and raised with two sisters in Union, New Jersey. After
being trained at New York Institute of Technology in New York City,
she worked for four years as a draftsman for Bell Labs in New
Jersey.

In 1966 after she and hubby Fred married, they moved to
Massachusetts. Elise transferred to the Bell Labs office in Andover
(this later became Western Electric Company). They lived for a
short time in Bradford before moving to West Newbury in 1967.
While Fred taught at Westford Academy, Elise was busy being a
stay-at-home mom for their daughter, Heidi, and son, Edward.

In 1974, Elise took a local job as a substitute rural Mail Carrier. In 1979, she changed to
full time, and in 1984 she was selected to work inside as a Postal Clerk. Three years later
she became West Newbury’s Postmaster, a position she held until 2003. Her postal career
next took her into Boston, where she worked as a Retail Specialist, coordinating and
supervising retail activities and special programs throughout the metropolitan Boston area
until her retirement in 2005.

Although Elise credits Fred with being the real family gardener, there is no doubt that
their garden reflects her personal touch. The West Newbury Garden Club enjoyed their
lovely garden on Maple Street as part of the Members’ Garden Tour this past June (the
garden photos on this page are from our visit). A very special activity held in the garden
this year was their son’s wedding. Now both Heidi and Edward are married, and both live
on Boston’s North Shore.
